WHEREAS, The road to the championship for the 2022 CHS Girls team includes a 23 - 11 

overall record for season wins in 2022, CIF 2022 Central Valley Championship Division-V, and the 2022 

CIF SoCal State Regional Championship Division-V; and 

WHEREAS, Caruthers High School was established in 1914 and is located in the rural Fresno 

County District Four community of Caruthers, California. With an enrollment of 578 students, CHS has 

long been recognized through the years for presenting competitive athletic teams. Many of those teams 

have won league and valley championships, but the 2022 CIF SoCal Girls Regional State Softball 

Championship is the first state title won by a Caruthers High School softball team in school history.
