Summary of Existing Conditions:

Located within the disadvantaged, rural, agricultural, unincorporated community of Tranquillity, an area of persistent poverty, the project
includes sidewalk improvements with an emphasis on ADA compliance. The project would provide basic amenities such as pedestrian facilities
that are ADA compliant, to improve community health and encourage active transportation to different destination points. These destinations
include community centers, places of worship, local businesses, the U.S. Post Office, the County branch library, elementary school and high
school, and a centrally located park with playground. Currently, the majority of the proposed project area lacks sidewalks. Pedestrians are
forced to either walk on a dirt path or in the street alongside motorized vehicles. People who are wheelchair-bound are forced to travel in the
street alongside traffic instead of having adequate sidewalk and ADA curb ramp facilities.

Project Scope:

Install new concrete sidewalk where missing or replace damaged or non-ADA compliant sidewalks within the community of Tranquillity.
Existing non-ADA compliant ramps will be replaced. At some street intersections, pavement will need to be ground and releveled to meet ADA
maximum running or cross slopes. Several trees and other vegetation alongside the existing curb and gutter will be removed to allow for
sidewalk installation. Water meter boxes and other utilities will also be adjusted or relocated to clear the path of the proposed sidewalks. Curb

and gutter will need to be replaced in areas where driveways and curb ramps are being installed or replaced, and other areas as needed to
develop the project.

Expected Benefits:
Residents and visitors of Tranquillity will enjoy improved access and safety in their journeys to frequented locations in their community without
the currently existing barriers. This will encourage them to walk, cycle, or use a wheelchair to get to these destinations instead of using a car.

Tranquillily High School has 429 students,
who attend and use the roads and sidewalks to arrive at school or visit local stiores and
restaurants. Unfortunately, residents must use dilapidated and at limes dangerous walks
lhroughout their neighborhood. On several streets, the sidewalks are uneven causing a tripping
hazard. In 2015, an older lady attending a board member trip over an uneven ledge in front of
the school and required an ambulance due to her head injury. Several streets have dips so
acute that vehides have been damaged entering them. .

This grant opportunity to help fund much needed sidewalk improvements and curb ramps would
directly meet the needs of the community. Sidewalks would allow students and community
members to walk safely to and from school, stores, and shops. deally, the sidewalks and roads
can be repaired so that more students and families can walk or bike ride through town.

The 2022 RTP reflects transportation planning for Fresno County through 2046. The
vision, goals, policies, and actions in this chapter are intended to serve as the foun-
dation for both short and long-term planning and guide implementation activities.
While this chapter discusses programs and strategies to implement the RTP, a sum-
mary of the regional transportation projects is included in the Financial Element.

Addressing the region’s unique mobility needs requires a collaborative effort across
many partners and agencies. Public outreach and discussions with stakeholders on
Fresno COG's subcommittees helped identify regional needs, which are discussed

in more detail in this chapter. At the forefront are calls for more equitable solutions
to providing access to safe, clean transportation options that help residents access
good jobs, affordable homes, education, and health care. Additionally, recent un-
precedented times, both regarding the COVID-19 pandemic and intensifying climate
change effects, have demonstrated that our transportation solutions must be resilient
to future unknowns to ensure that people and goods can get where they need to go
under adverse conditions.

Because Fresno County is one of eight MPOs that make up the San Joaquin Valley air
basin, it is linked for regional transportation planning through air quality guidelines.
As such, regional transportation needs are discussed further in the San Joaquin Valley
Regional Transportation Chapter in Appendix C.

The Policy Element Subcommittee, comprising local government staff and community
stakeholders, helped establish the vision, overarching goals, and supporting policies.
It convened several times in fall 2020.
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This chapter also describes the programs and actions that Fresno COG, in
partnership with other organizations, can advance to further the RTP's goals and
assigns implementation responsibilities. Because Fresno COG does not have
authority over streets and roads, strong partnerships with local jurisdictions will
be necessary to implement the plan.

The actions address all transportation modes (highways, local streets and roads,
mass transportation, rail, bicycle, aviation facilities and services) and consist of
short- and long-term activities that address regional transportation issues and
needs. While the actions are organized by the five key policy areas, many of
them are cross-cutting and support multiple goals and policies. Some actions
are intended to support the Sustainable Communities Strategy and reduce
greenhouse gas emissions directly, while others are focused on the RTP’s broad-
er goals. Fresno COG will track implementation progress using the measures
included in Appendix C.

Vision

A region of diverse, safe, resilient, and accessible transporta-
tion options that improve the quality of life for all residents by
fostering sustainability, equity, a vibrant economy, clean air,
and healthy communities.

Fresno County’s population includes large segments that are likely to be
transportation disadvantaged due to circumstances such as: low income, limited
English proficiency, not having a vehicle, or being young, elderly or disabled.
While exemplary partnerships throughout the county provide an array of
mobility services, addressing rural and disadvantaged communities’ transporta-
tion needs is no simple task.

In addition to enhancing existing transit services, local transit providers are
exploring alternatives to traditional fixed-route service, such as on-demand
micro transit. Equally important is improving active transportation and
ridesharing options. Additionally, expanding resources for meaningful outreach
and fully communicating in multilingual and accessible forms the mobility

options that are available for transportation disadvantaged population segments

is a critical necessity.

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Creating built environments with integrated land use and transportation is need-
ed in the near term to create more walkable communities, support multimodal
mobility, and improve air quality. Residents continue to identify local air quality
as one of their top concerns across various outreach efforts.

Additionally, promoting complete streets that are human scale, and transit-ori-
ented development, will help reduce dependence on single-occupancy vehicle
trips.

Neighborhood design and amenities can impact public health outcomes by
affecting the likelihood that people will walk or bike to nearby destinations, have
access to healthy foods, and opportunities for physical activity.

Improving walkability in existing and new neighborhoods is particularly import-
ant due to the aging population and number of seniors who are choosing to
age in place. Obesity rates in Fresno County are also relatively high compared
to other regions in the state, both in adults and children, increasing the need for
more physical activity opportunities. Additionally, employing smart growth prin-
cipals will help to conserve farmland, open space, and other natural resources,
and improve local air quality.

Housing plays an important role in the region’s ability to meet greenhouse gas
reduction targets. Funding for transportation improvements that support hous-
ing, such as increased transit and active transportation opportunities, will help to
reduce dependency on single occupancy vehicles. Financial resources and tech-
nical assistance will be necessary to meet State goals and address local needs.

Improved safety for all road users continues to be one of the highest priorities in
the region. Fresno County's traffic fatality rate is approximately 50% higher than
California overall. Traffic safety has become a growing concern across the state
in recent years.

Maintaining existing transportation infrastructure is fundamental to preserving
our existing transportation network upon which so many residents and indus-
tries rely. Maintenance has continued to be a top concern at both the state and
regional level. Strategic investment in improving the existing network is under-
way, in part thanks to Senate Bill 1 and Fresno County’s Measure C sales tax.

Additionally, it is important to invest in infrastructure improvements to increase
transportation network resiliency. Hazards caused or exacerbated by climate
change are becoming more frequent, such as wildfires, flooding, and drought
conditions.

As the region continues to grow, improving efficiencies on the existing system
and reducing congestion help to improve air quality and provide a reliable trans-
portation system for residents and goods movement. Transportation Demand
Management (TDM) is a set of strategies that aim to reduce single occupancy
vehicle trips and reduce congestion. TDM strategies include telecommuting, al-
ternative work schedules, and mode shifts to transit, bicycling, walking, or other
micro-mobility options.

Since MAP-21 became law in 2012, Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs)
are required to conduct performance-based planning and focus on achieving
performance outcomes. Performance measures for safety, congestion, and
infrastructure conditions are discussed in more detail later in the chapter and in
Appendix C.

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The San Joaquin Valley, and Fresno County specifically, has always been Cali-
fornia’s agricultural epicenter, generating more than $45 billion every year in
agricultural products. The Fresno region is also becoming a major player in the
rapidly growing logistics and distribution industry. State Route 99 and I-5 cor-
ridors provide the bulk of the capacity for this essential goods movement. The
goods movement industry supports a significant portion of the state's economy
and requires a reliable transportation network to function at its best.

Providing residents with greater mobility increases their access to jobs, educa-
tion, healthcare, etc. Greater mobility outside the region may be made possible
by high-speed rail, which is under construction in the San Joaquin Valley. Should
the initial operating segment be completed, Fresno residents will have expan-
ded access to other parts of the state and will attract additional employers and
residents to the region.

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New technologies are rapidly transforming the transportation sector. In the near
term, additional outreach, planning, and infrastructure are needed for electric
vehicles to ensure residents are aware of the benefits, diminish range anxiety, and
support the transition to electric fleets. In addition, the region will need to prepare
for: additional micro-mobility options; autonomous vehicles; sustainable and effi-
cient freight movement and broadband internet to support telework.

The COVID-19 pandemic substantially impacted travel in the short-term and
increased telework options may have long-term impacts to VMT as well. Most sub-
stantial was VMT reduction during 2020 due to lockdowns, which -- compared to
an average 2019 level -- decreased daily VMT by approximately 34%, from over 25
million daily VMT to barely 17 million. Based on the results of Fresno COG's online
telecommute survey, potentially one-third of Fresno County employers and emp-
loyees plan to telecommute at least a couple days per week. However, not all com-
munities in Fresno County have access to broadband internet, which is a barrier to
telework opportunities, remote learning, and increased access to other resources.
Expanding broadband internet across the county will further help reduce vehicle
miles traveled. Deploying new technology in a thoughtful manner will help ensure
its successful integration into our region. The existing transportation network, when
integrated with more innovative solutions, can provide residents more diverse and
reliable travel choices.

A Performance Based Approach

The Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act
(MAP-21, 2012) established new requirements for MPOs
to set transportation performance measures (TPM)
targets and integrate those targets and plans into their
planning documents by certain dates. The Bipartisan
Infrastructure Law (BIL, 2021) carries forward perfor-
mance- planning requirements. Beginning in 2018,
federal rules required that state departments of transpor-
tation and MPOs implement federal performance
measures.

In response, Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) have worked with
state and regional agencies to identify performance mea-
sures that meet the requirements. In California, Caltrans
is directly responsible for submitting performance targets
and periodic progress reports to federal agencies on a
timely manner. MPOs are required to establish targets
for the same performance measures on all public roads
in the MPO planning area within 180 days after the state

establishes each target. MPOs may elect to support the
statewide targets, establish numerical targets specific to
their region, or use a combination of both approaches.
Furthermore, each MPO must incorporate these short-
range targets into their planning and programming
processes, including the long-range plan and FTIP.
Transportation performance measures are managed
through different metrics, including safety, bridge and
pavement conditions, congestion/system performance,
transit asset management (TAM), and transit agency
safety plan, as shown in Figure 4-1.

States and MPOs must integrate performance-based
planning and programming into the long-range
transportation plans. Regional transportation plans shall
include performance measures and targets, as well as a
description of progress toward the targets. In addition,
the transportation improvement program (TIP) shall
provide a description on how investment in the TIP will
contribute toward achieving those targets in the RTP.



The FHWA defines transportation performance management as a strategic
approach that uses system information to make investment and policy decisions
to achieve national performance goals by setting and tracking the targets. TPM is
systematically applied, a regular ongoing process that provides key information to
help decision makers, allowing them to understand the investment consequences
across transportation assets or modes. It ensures that the and FTIP. Transportation
performance measures are managed through different metrics, including safety,
bridge and pavement conditions, congestion/system performance, transit asset
management (TAM), and transit agency safety plan, as shown in Figure 4-1.

States and MPOs must integrate performance-based planning and programming
into the long-range transportation plans. Regional transportation plans shall
include performance measures and targets, as well as a description of progress
toward the targets. In addition, the transportation improvement program (TIP) shall
provide a description on how investment in the TIP will contribute toward achieving
those targets in the RTP.

The FHWA defines transportation performance management as a strategic
approach that uses system information to make investment and policy decisions

to achieve national performance goals by setting and tracking the targets. TPM is
systematically applied, a regular ongoing process that provides key information to
help decision makers, allowing them to understand the investment consequences
across transportation assets or modes. It ensures that the targets and measures are
developed in cooperative partnerships among decision makers, stakeholders, and
the traveling public, and that those targets are based on data and objective
information.

The Statewide and Nonmetropolitan Transportation Planning and Metropolitan
Planning Final Rule establishes that states and MPOs must coordinate their
respective targets with each other to ensure consistency to the maximum extent
practical. The state departments of transportation (DOTs) and MPOs are expected
to use information and data generated to inform their transportation planning and
programming decisions. TPM will provide a means to achieve national transpor-
tation goals and increase Federal aid programs' accountability and transparency,
and improve project decision making through performance-based planning and
programming.

Fresno COG does and will continue to incorporate TPM in planning and program-
ming activities. We have adopted the statewide targets for safety (2021 PM1),
pavement and bridge (2021 PM2), reliability and freight (2021 PM3). While we
recognize the difficulty of setting MPO-level targets, this does not exclude Fresno
COG from setting its own target in the future. In fact, Fresno COG set its own
regional target in 2018 based on the evidence-based targets. Fresno COG also has
its own safety steering committee, which reviews the countywide safety analysis
every year and recommends setting regional safety targets or following statewide
targets.

We work with the Caltrans on setting all these three performance measures PM1,
PM2, and PM3. Caltrans organize the webinar with the representatives from FHWA
and all the MPOs/RTPAs in the California to provide the information about the
target setting process. While PM1 targets are set every year, the PM2 and PM3
targets are set every four years. Once the Caltrans comes out with the statewide
targets, we have 180 days to either support the statewide targets or set our own
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targets. Fresno COG has also developed and adopted transit
asset management targets and transit safety targets using
the 2021 targets from the transit agencies.

While the brief overview of the different performance
metrics is presented in this chapter, the detailed

Congestion Management Process

Fresno COG's Congestion Management Process (CMP) was revamped in 2017 follow-
ing FWHA's “The Congestion Management Process: A Guidebook”. Since then, CMP
has been integrated into Fresno COG's planning process. Here is a summary of the
CMP implementation efforts:

-

Fresno COG, along with local jurisdiction staff, have instituted a traffic count
program to monitor the traffic conditions in the Fresno County region. City
of Fresno, City of Clovis and County have each been receiving funding from
Fresno COG to collect traffic counts across more than 750 locations region-
wide. Fresno COG has been providing bike/ped counters to local govern-
ments in exchange for bike & pedestrian counts. In addition, Fresno COG
established an online performance monitoring dashboard in 2017 to monitor
traffic conditions on the major freeways in Fresno County. The dashboard has
since been replaced by a statewide system as a result of TPM implementa-
tion.

To reduce congestion, Fresno COG operates a travel demand management
(TDM) program funded by the Measure C local sales measure. Fresno COG
provides ride-matching services through ValleyRides.com and incentivizes
carpooling with prizes to carpoolers. In addition, COG offers subsidies to van-
pool programs for both commuters and farmworkers, also through Measure
C funding.

To provide alternatives to single-occupancy vehicles, Fresno COG, in partner-
ship with its member jurisdictions, has been working to make active transpor-
tation a viable transportation option. As mentioned in Chapter 2, Fresno COG
developed a regional ATP plan, and programmed over $100 million in bike/
pedestrian facilities between 2013-2024.

In an attempt to offer transit as a viable alternative to single-occupancy
vehicle trips, Measure C provides about 25% of its revenue to transit ser-
vices, which totals around $500 million over its 20-year lifespan. Fresno Area
Express in the City of Fresno has opened its bus rapid transit service, adding
operation hours and expanded services areas.

The Fresno County region has instituted a transportation system manage-
ment (TSM) program. Fresno COG developed its Regional ITS Plan, and fund-
ed several operational improvement projects from that plan, such as signal
synchronization, traffic operation centers, etc.

As part of the integrated land use & transportation planning, Fresno COG and
its member agencies have been working on developing more location-effi-
cient future land uses that will reduce both the number and length of total
trips. The SCS and SB 743 activities are good examples of trip-reduction
efforts.

Reducing traffic accidents and improving safety is another important ap-
proach for reducing congestion. Fresno COG incorporated measures in the
STBG program to encourage projects that address safety issues.

The project will create new sidewalks in public areas where none currently exist, and repair broken sidewalks to make active
transportation a more viable option to residents. The community is small, roughly 0.6 square miles, and easily walkable, but continuity
in a journey can be disrupted when a sidewalk does not resume across the street, or where there are no curb ramps for those traveling
on wheels. In some instances, such as the corner of Scaggs Avenue and Daniels Avenue, there is an isolated concrete curb ramp
surrounded by grass with no paved sidewalk connected to it. Another example on Daniels Avenue, the road that runs between two
schools, is where the pavement ends abruptly and leads to gravel or grass. There are many key destinations that residents could
travel to by foot, bicycle, or wheelchair, such as the two schools, Tranquillity High School and Tranquillity Elementary School, both
located on the southwest side of the community, and a public park in the center of town. Other destinations include a food market on
Anthony Avenue and Tuft Avenue, and a Fresno County Public Library branch. Some sections that are newer, like in front of the library
at Williams Avenue and Juanche Avenue, have sidewalks that are in good condition and include ADA ramps, but older parts, like in
front of the Tranquillity Market just two blocks away, do not. This creates an inconsistent experience for travelers on wheels or with
limited mobility, and sometimes the most convenient way of getting to these locations is walking or biking. The U.S. Post Office is
located on the western side of Tranquillity, and since there is no mail delivery, residents must visit the post office to collect mail. Fixing
or adding sidewalks will encourage residents to walk instead of driving their cars those few blocks, reduce vehicle miles traveled, and
reduce greenhouse gas emissions.
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Displacement is not an issue. All the work to be done is in County right of way. The area is zoned for mostly residential, agricultural,
and light commercial use. No new growth or development is expected to occur in the near future. The project does not involve any
housing acquisition and should not affect the nearby neighborhoods.

All of the sidewalks and curb ramps will be constructed in public spaces entirely in the community of Tranquillity, so all residents will
have access to them. The sidewalks are directly in front of many homes, businesses, schools, and churches, adjacent to roads
residents already take to their destinations. The pedestrian pathways will connect people to their destinations more conveniently,
safely, and in a more environmentally sound way. Sidewalks and ADA curb ramps will be constructed or repaired so that they can be
accessed by pedestrians, cyclists, and wheelchair users.

Tranquillity has been identified in the Fresno County Regional Active Transportation Plan, adopted in 2018 after multiple community-
involved meetings, as a place where many sidewalks need to be built. The Regional Plan was adopted after a thorough planning
process that involved input from local jurisdiction staff, representatives of local schools, representatives of community groups, and the
public, discussed in more detail in Question #4.

While developing the plan for this grant application, surveys were conducted by County Public Works and Planning staff to solicit
feedback from residents about their active transportation needs and locations where they felt needed improvement. Surveys were
distributed in person at community events and made available online. Conversations took place between County staff, Tranquillity
residents, and community members who work in the area and are familiar with the transportation challenges that residents face. The
survey results overwhelmingly showed that residents requested new and improved sidewalks, and that a majority of them would use
active transportation on a daily basis if improvements were made.

Tranquillity is a rural, unincorporated, disadvantaged community that has existed since 1876, which now has a population of 805, and is
86% Hispanic or Latino. It is also an area of persistent poverty, with a median household income of $39,000. The Healthy Places Index
score is 3.0, and is placed in the 8th percentile, and means that 92% of communities in California have healthier conditions. Social equity
means providing mobility to those who are economically, socially, or physically disadvantaged to ensure their full participation in society.
Currently, residents have a lot of difficulty actively traveling around Tranquillity. Many sidewalks are uneven or nonexistent. One resident
said she and her family walk by the canal on the far northwest side of the community for exercise, because it is the least impeded location.
This is unsafe because of the sometimes very full and rapid water rushing through the canal. By repairing and building sidewalks within
the community, this will encourage residents to walk in safer areas.

Lack of existing sidewalks on Scaggs Avenue, Juanche Avenue, Tuft Avenue, and School Avenue, the streets that surround the public
park, and lack of curb ramps at their intersections, limits the ability of residents to access the park for recreation and exercise. By building
those sidewalks, ramps, and a crosswalk on the north and south sides of the park, residents will have a direct path to the park. With
COVID-19 still a concern, the outdoor park is a place where the community can still gather in a relatively safe environment to play sports
or socialize, to benefit both their physical and mental health. There are families that are spread out through several households in the
community, and elderly grandparents find it difficult to visit their grandkids a few blocks away because of mobility issues. When a
grandparent is in a wheelchair or uses a walker, they must rely on a vehicle to travel a short distance because of the lack of sidewalks,
ramps, or obstructed walkways. An aging population ensures that there will be more residents who will require mobility assistance in the
future.

There is one public transportation stop at Tranquillity High School that will take residents to Kerman, a nearby, larger city about 15 miles
away, but it is only available on demand. Residents must call the Fresno County Rural Transit Authority and make a reservation 24 hours
in advance, and the bus comes to the area on Monday, Wednesday, Friday. This is inconvenient for many, and some residents are not

walking or bicycling. Students walk to Tranquillity High School and Tranquillity Elementary School, and often are accompanied by parents
who may have a stroller or wagon carrying a younger child. Residents also have to visit the U.S. Post Office to collect their mail. Two food
markets on the north end of the community are also frequent destination points. By encouraging these trips through active transportation,

there will be a reduction in greenhouse gas emissions, a stated goal of the Climate Action Plan for Transportation Infrastructure (CAPTI),
thereby creating healthier environmental conditions for residents.

The principal of Tranquillity Elementary estimates that 60% of students use active transportation to get to school, and 40% arrive

by car or bus. Safety is an issue for those walking to school, as crossing guards must point out cracks and uneven pavement to

students and parents walking with strollers. Students are also forced to walk in the street with vehicles as they arrive to or leave
school. This is especially dangerous in winter months when morning fog shrouds many parts of rural Central Valley. By improving
the sidewalks, this will encourage more students to walk or bike to school and can help ease vehicle congestion at drop off and
pick up times around the schools, creating a safer environment for children.

Improved sidewalks will also help residents reach Tranquillity First United, a centrally located church which was identified as a
potential resilience hub location by the Fresno County Rural Transit Authority Electrical Grid Analysis Study, meaning members of
the community could obtain essential resources or support in an emergency event, such as being utilized as a cooling center in a
summer heat wave, or source for Wi-Fi in a power outage. St. Paul’s Catholic Church, on the far west end of the community, is the
site of food bank distributions. A health clinic, Valley Health Team, is located near the public high school on Daniels Ave, and is
open to patients of all ages. The County is currently doing work on Daniels Avenue between Randolph Avenue and McKamey
Avenue, the road between the high school and elementary school. The objective is to provide a treatment to address issues with
the soil and create a stable base for building road and pavement on top of, as well as fixing road slopes and curb ramps to be ADA
compliant. The County would like to continue to build connectivity to this area with the sidewalk improvement project, instead of
completing the work in Tranquillity at a later time in a piecemeal fashion. The Tranquillity Branch Public Library welcomes patrons
of all ages from the community, offers computer and Wi-Fi usage, and in the summer is a source of entertainment for children,
hosting programs that are well attended by young children and teens. The public park in the center of the community will become
more easily accessible to those who are in wheelchairs or bicycling to the location, once sidewalks are installed around the
perimeter of the park, and crosswalks will make safe crossing possible.

There is one public transportation stop at Tranquillity High School that will take residents to Kerman, a nearby, larger city about 15
miles away, but it is only available on demand. Residents must call the Fresno County Rural Transit Authority and make a
reservation 24 hours in advance, and the bus comes to the area on Monday, Wednesday, Friday. This is inconvenient for many,
and some residents are not aware that the service even exists. By creating sidewalks that lead to the bus stop, this increases the
likelihood that residents will be able to board the bus when needed.

The County of Fresno’s Department of Public Works and Planning abides by a set of policies, standards, and programs to guide day-
to-day decisions concerning the County’s future. The Department is committed to delivering quality service, ensuring safety,
developing communities, while complying with federal and state laws and regulations. The Active Transportation Program is one which
allows Fresno County to meet these standards for countywide disadvantaged communities, such as Tranquillity. The goal is to close
more gaps in pedestrian service in an effort to increase safety for residents in the community, primarily aimed at students, the elderly,
and the disabled. The project will provide the physical separation needed for safety by moving pedestrians away from the roadway
and onto a safe walking surface free from loose soil, mud, flooding, and away from vehicle traffic.

There are not a great number of collisions in the project area. The area is so remote that there may be accidents that aren't reported
to the County sheriff, who have a limited presence in the community and a lengthy response time. The TIMS data shows two incidents
that occurred in front of the Valley Family Market on Anthony Avenue and McKamey Avenue, one in 2012 and one in 2015, when cars
backed into pedestrians making their way into the market, indicating negligence on the part of the drivers, where luckily only minor
injuries were sustained. The County is striving to make active transportation around the immediate area more safe and pedestrian
friendly by adding sidewalk connectivity to the area so drivers will know to expect pedestrians and look before backing up their
vehicles.

Taking a “safety is proactive” stance and using a Vision Zero approach, we are trying to prevent any fatalities from occurring. By
encouraging residents to choose walking over driving for even short distances, we can reduce the likelihood of serious accidents.
Students walking to school or home need a safe and protected path to make those trips. Seniors who use a wheelchair or walker need
level surfaces and ADA ramps to complete trips to their destinations without worrying about making detours or getting stuck when a
path ends.

C. The project will create sidewalks at multiple points where none currently exist, which will directly benefit students and pedestrians
who are forced to walk in the road with vehicle traffic to reach their destination. A buffer will be created by adding sidewalks behind
existing curb, separating cars and pedestrians so they will not have to compete for space. A concrete surface will encourage
pedestrians to stay out of the road. An especially unsafe area is around the schools, like Randolph Avenue, where large school buses
pass by and elementary school students could be walking in the road and in the path of an oncoming bus.
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F. There are many unsafe sidewalks throughout the community. Practically every street is either missing sidewalks or has uneven
surfaces that make active transportation difficult or dangerous. The project will create smooth, continuous paths throughout the
community so that pedestrians can complete trips unobstructed and without detours, such as when they are trying to visit the park.
Sidewalks will be built around the perimeter of the park for ease of access.

G. Pedestrians will no longer have to enter the path of vehicles, because they will have a designated space for traveling. Currently,
those traveling by foot or on wheels have to avoid obstacles like the lack of a sidewalk or obstructed path, by entering the street or
maneuvering around cars parked where a sidewalk should be. There will be more areas to safely cross the street and avoid possible
collisions with cars. As more residents begin to feel comfortable walking or cycling to their destinations, those in vehicles will learn to
look out for them.

The Fresno County Regional Active Transportation Plan was adopted in February 2018, with the goal of identifying bicycle and pedestrian
projects based on local needs. It was created to comply with the California Transportation Commission’s 2017 ATP Guidelines. During the
developmental stage of creating the Fresno County Regional Active Transportation Plan, public participation was solicited through
community meetings and workshops that presented maps to record input about suggested improvements. These meetings were attended
by local jurisdiction staff, representatives of local schools, representatives of community groups, and the public. Information was also
shared on a dedicated website with interactive maps and project details. Multiple options for safe and convenient active transportation were
considered at the time and locations were chosen where sidewalks and bike paths could be built for each site included in the plan, with
room to adapt the plan for changing conditions over time.

In the development of this grant application, phone conversations between the County Public Works and Planning Department staff and
local Tranquillity school officials were held to discuss current concerns in active transportation. The Department also created a survey,
available in English, Spanish, Hmong, and Punjabi that asks residents for feedback about how they use active transportation in their
community, what their current needs are, and what improvements they would like to see. This was distributed to residents of Tranquillity
through the public library, as well as at a food distribution event at St. Paul’'s Catholic Church. Conversations were targeted to find out what
difficulties residents of all ages experience, from kids getting to school, to seniors navigating sidewalks for exercise. The survey can also be
taken online to accommodate COVID-19 restrictions that limit face-to-face interactions. The survey results overwhelmingly showed that
residents requested new and improved sidewalks, and a majority of them would use active transportation on a daily basis if improvements
were made. The Fresno County Board of Supervisors representative for the district, Brian Pacheco, was also consulted for additional input
in the project. If the grant is awarded, there will be additional outreach events, including a kickoff event to introduce the project to residents
and give details about the construction timeline. Possible meeting places include the Tranquillity Branch Public Library, which has a
community meeting room, or one of the local churches, that have established ties to community members.

Walking is the most basic and accessible mode of transportation. In the United States, walking trips account for 10.5% of all trips. Due to
Fresno County’s rural nature, walking trips are projected to be much lower than the national average. However, due to the Tranquillity’s
small size, all destinations are within a 30-minute walking radius making walking a preferred trip type. The community has extremely limited
existing sidewalks throughout its entirety — the longest facility being along the segment of Juanche Avenue between Randolph Avenue and
Tuttle Ave at about 580 feet long. Implementing this project would allow pedestrians safe, ADA compliant accessibility to walkable
community-serving destinations.

Due to limited infrastructure, Tranquillity’s pedestrian level of traffic stress is rated medium. Although the community is largely residential
with driving speeds of about 25 mph, pedestrians are forced to walk in the street alongside vehicular traffic. The amount of physical
separation between motorized traffic and pedestrians is nonexistent. On rainy days when curbs and gutters are flowing with stormwater,
pedestrian’s safety risk is increased as they must walk closer to the street centerline. Sidewalk widths will be about 60 inches, meeting ADA
compliance. Building sidewalks in Tranquillity will create a low-stress network for the community by creating safe safes to walk and cross
local streets.

Land use in Tranquillity consists of Single Family Residential, Multiple Family Residential, Light Manufacturing, General Commercial, and
Limited Agriculture. These varying land uses in a small-sized community make walking an ideal travel method. Current lack of facilities
hinders resident’s access to placemaking opportunities through active transportation. Residents will have safer, direct routes to Tranquillity
Elementary School, Tranquillity High School, Saint Paul’'s Catholic Church, Tranquillity First United, Tranquillity Branch Library, and local
restaurants and markets.

Local roads make up maijority of the road classifications throughout Tranquillity. Average Daily Traffic on these roads ranges from 100 to
1300 trips per segment. In Fresno County, 14 pedestrians or bicyclists are killed each year and 78 are injured. The combination of peak
hour traffic and lack of walking facilities consistently prioritizes pedestrians over motorized vehicles. Implementation of community-wide
sidewalks will not only improve safety, but also make pedestrian trips more viable.

Although implementation of sidewalks and a crosswalk is not “cutting edge,” it will provide a much-needed amenity to residents. These
measures are considered “recognized best” because they are tried and true. Basic walkability should be prevalent throughout any
community, and Tranquillity is no different.
