WHEREAS, hearing alert dogs alert individuals with hearing loss to the presence of specific 
sounds and dangers such as telephones, crying babies, sirens, other people, buzzing timers or sensors, 
doorbells, knocks at the door, clock alarms, and smoke and fire alarms; and 

WHEREAS, seizure alert/response and medical alert/response dogs alert or respond to medical 
15 conditions such as heart attack, stroke, diabetes, epilepsy , panic and anxiety attacks and post-traumatic 

stress disorder and seizures; and
